2011 HOUSTON TEXANS SCHEDULE

2011 PLAYOFF RELEASE
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The AFC South Champion Houston Texans (11-6) continue their first-ev-
er postseason Sunday in the AFC Divisional Playoff against the AFC North 
Champion Baltimore Ravens (12-4) at M&T Bank Stadium. Kickoff is set for 
noon CST. 
Houston advanced to the Divisional round with a 31-10 win against Cincinnati 

last Saturday at Reliant Stadium using the strong running game and relent-
less defense that earned the franchise’s first playoff berth. RB Arian Foster 
rushed 24 times for 153 yards and a pair of touchdowns. Rookie QB T.J. Yates 
bounced back from a shaky first half to finish with 159 yards and a touchdown 
on 11-of-20 passing for a 97.7 passer rating. WR Andre Johnson caught five 
passes for 90 yards, including a 40-yard touchdown reception in the third quar-
ter. The Texans’ defense intercepted three passes, recorded four sacks and 
shut the Bengals out in the second half. Rookie DE J.J. Watt had a sack and 
returned an interception 29 yards for a touchdown to give the Texans the lead 
for good late in the first half. ILB Brian Cushing led the team with eight tackles.    
The teams met at M&T Bank Stadium in Week 6 of the regular season, with 

the Ravens scoring 16 unanswered points to earn a 29-14 win. Baltimore 
sacked QB Matt Schaub four times and held Houston to 6-of-16 on third down. 
Ravens RB Ray Rice ran for 101 yards, WR Anquan Boldin had 136 yards 
receiving and K Billy Cundiff made five field goals.  
Both teams feature top-five defenses, two of the NFL’s best all-purpose run-

ning backs in Foster and Rice, and premiere receivers in Johnson and Boldin. 
Houston’s defense underwent one of the biggest one-year improvements in 
NFL history and finished the 2011 season ranked second, allowing 285.7 yards 
per game. CB Johnathan Joseph was elected to his first Pro Bowl and led 
the Texans’ second-ranked pass defense with 15 passes defensed and four 
interceptions. Cushing had a team-high 114 tackles, and OLB Connor Barwin 
led the team with 11.5 sacks. Baltimore has had a top-10 defense in each of 
the last nine seasons and finished the regular season ranked third with 288.9 
yards per game. OLB Terrell Suggs led the AFC with 14.0 sacks.  
Houston’s offense, riddled by injuries for much of the season, ranked second 

in the NFL in rushing with a franchise-record 153.0 yards per game and was 
13th overall with 372.1 yards per game. Foster was elected to his second con-
secutive Pro Bowl and led the team with 1,224 yards rushing, finished second 
on the team with 617 yards receiving, led the NFL with 141.6 scrimmage yards 
per game and finished second in the AFC with 12 touchdowns from scrim-
mage. Rice led the NFL with 2,068 yards from scrimmage and finished second 
in rushing with 1,364 yards. Johnson and Boldin have both accumulated more 
than 700 receptions, 9,000 yards receiving and 50 touchdowns in their careers.  
The Texans are 0-5 all-time against Baltimore, including an 0-2 mark at M&T 

Bank Stadium. Baltimore was 8-0 at home during the regular season, giving up 
14.9 points and 254.8 yards per game, second-lowest in the League.

WHAT TO LOOK FOR THIS WEEK

Texans WR Andre Johnson is the only player on the 
Texans’ roster who was with the team prior to head 
coach Gary Kubiak’s arrival in 2006. The third overall 
pick in the 2003 NFL Draft, Johnson ranks second in 
Texans history with 122 regular season games played. 
Only former K Kris Brown  (2002-09) has played in 
more games with 128.
Johnson played in the first playoff game of his career 

against Cincinnati and did not disappoint the record crowd of 71,725 
at Reliant Stadium. The ninth-year veteran caught five passes for 90 
yards, including the first postseason reception and touchdown reception 
in team history, both from rookie QB T.J. Yates. 

JOHNSON’S LONG-AWAITED PLAYOFF DEBUT

Houston Texans LT Duane Brown, ILB Brian Cushing, RB Arian Fos-
ter and CB Johnathan Joseph were named to the Associated Press 
All-Pro Second Team. It marks the first time in franchise history that the 
Texans have had four players earn AP All-Pro recognition. 
Brown and Joseph are making their first appearance on an All-Pro 

team, while Cushing (2009 Second Team) and Foster (2010 First Team) 
are two-time honorees. 
Brown (6-4, 320) anchored the line for the NFL’s second-ranked rush-

ing attack and tied for the fewest sacks allowed by any starting left tackle 
in the AFC with two. The fourth-year veteran led a unit that paved the 
way for 11 100-yard rushing performances and a franchise-record 2,448 
yards rushing (153.0 per game). He was not flagged for a holding pen-
alty the entire season.
Cushing (6-3, 248) was voted as the Texans’ Most Valuable Player by 

his teammates in a resurgent 2011 season. The third-year player led 
the NFL’s second-ranked defense with 114 total tackles, had two inter-
ceptions, was fourth on the team with 14 quarterback hits and had four 
sacks. Cushing led or tied for the team lead in tackles in 12 games and 
was voted a mid-season captain by his teammates.
  Foster (6-1, 229) followed up his breakout performance in 2010 with 

another impressive campaign despite battling a hamstring injury for the 
first three weeks of the season. He was elected to the Pro Bowl for the 
second consecutive season Foster led the NFL in scrimmage yards per 
game (141.6) was the only running back in the NFL to have two 100-
yard receiving games in 2011. He had seven 100-yard rushing perfor-
mances, including 155 yards against Pittsburgh’s top-ranked defense 
and 111 yards against Atlanta’s sixth-ranked run defense. Foster was 
also named AFC Offensive Player of the Month for October. He became 
the fourth player since the 1970 merger to score three touchdowns and 
have more than 100 yards rushing and 100 yards receiving in a single 
game in the Texans’ 41-7 win at Tennessee in Week 7. 
Joseph (5-11, 191), who signed with Houston as an unrestricted free 

agent from Cincinnati just prior to training camp, is the first Texans de-
fensive back to earn All-Pro honors. He also was the first Texans de-
fensive back to earn a trip to the Pro Bowl since CB Aaron Glenn in 
2002. The sixth-year veteran led Houston’s dramatic turnaround in pass 
defense with four interceptions and 15 passes defensed. He also reg-
istered 44 tackles, including 40 solo stops, and one forced fumble. The 
Texans were second in the NFL in pass defense, giving up 185.7 yards 
per game. Houston ranked 32nd in 2010, yielding 267.5 yards per game. 

FOUR TEXANS EARN ALL-PRO RECOGNITION
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Since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger, six franchises have joined the NFL, 
including Houston. All six teams have won at least their first playoff game 
and the other five times reached their respective conference champion-
ship game. The 2000 Baltimore Ravens were the only team to win the 
Super Bowl in their first postseason appearance. Below is a list of all six 
teams, how long it took them to reach the postseason for the first time 
and how they fared in their first trip to the playoffs.

Jacksonville hosted its first playoff game in its third trip to 
the postseason following the 1998 season and won that game as well.
The Cleveland Browns returned to play in 1999 and made their first 

playoff appearance in 2002, losing in the Wild Card round.

The Oilers 
were 7-10 post-1970 and 2-3 before 1970. At home, the Oilers recorded 
a 3-2 record post-1970 and a 1-1 record before 1970.
Prior to the Texans’ win against Cincinnati, The last Wild Card game 

played in Houston took place on Dec. 29, 1991, when the Oilers beat the 
New York Jets, 17-10.

TEXANS PLAYER-BY-PLAYER QUICK NOTES - DEFENSE
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Gary Kubiak has constructed a talent-laden roster and 
installed an offensive system that has ranked among 
the league’s best since taking the reins of the Houston 
Texans in 2006. Kubiak led the Texans to a 10-6 regular 
season record, the franchise’s first AFC South Division 
crown, playoff berth and playoff win in 2011 and has a 
franchise-record 48 wins (including the playoffs) since 
being named the second head coach of the Houston 

Texans on Jan. 26, 2006.
Kubiak has led the Texans to the four best seasons in franchise history, 

going 8-8 in 2007 and 2008 before producing the first winning season 
in team history in 2009, narrowly missing the playoffs at 9-7. His tenure 
has been marked by continued offensive improvement, including team 
records for total offense per game in each and the four highest-scoring 
seasons in team history from 2007-10. Four of the Texans’ top five de-
fensive seasons have come under 
Kubiak as well. 
Strong team performances on 

offense and defense have been 
sparked by some outstanding indi-
vidual efforts under Kubiak. Fifteen 
of the 19 Pro Bowl selections in team 
history have come during Kubiak’s 
tenure and the Texans are the only 
team in the NFL to produce a rush-
ing, receiving and passing yardage 
champion since Kubiak became head coach.  
One of Kubiak’s primary goals upon arriving in Houston was to create 

a home field advantage at Reliant Stadium. The Texans have posted a 
30-19 (.612) home record since 2006 and have had at least a .500 record 
at home in each of Kubiak’s six seasons. The team was 10-22 (.315) at 
home prior to Kubiak’s arrival.
The 2011 Texans’ defense had one of the largest one-year turnarounds 

in NFL history, giving up 285.7 yards per game to finish second in the 
League after giving up 376.9 yards per game and finishing 30th in 2010. 
Houston’s offense battled through a glut of maladies, including season-
ending injuries to quarterbacks Matt Schaub and Matt Leinart to rank 
13th in the NFL with 372.1 yards per game. Despite the injuries, Houston 
ranked second in the NFL with a franchise-record 153.0 yards per game 
on the ground.
In 2010, the offense finished third in the NFL with a franchise-record 

386.6 yards per game and produced three Pro Bowl selections, with the 
backfield combination of NFL rushing champion Arian Foster and former 
Texans fullback Vonta Leach making their first trips to Hawaii, while wide 
receiver Andre Johnson fought through injury to make his fifth Pro Bowl. 
Foster re-wrote the team single-game and season rushing record books 
on the way to becoming the Texans’ first-ever rushing champion. The 
former practice squad player set an NFL record 
for an undrafted back with 1,616 yards rushing 
and also led the league with 2,220 yards from 
scrimmage and 18 total touchdowns.
Schaub became the 12th player in NFL history 

to throw for 4,000-plus yards in back-to-back 
seasons in 2010 (a League-best 4,770 yards in 
2009 and 4,370 in 2010). Foster and Schaub 
became just the second pair of teammates in 
NFL history to lead the League in passing yards 
one year and rushing yards the next year.

HEAD COACH COMPARISON

RAVENS HEAD COACH JOHN HARBAUGH

John Harbaugh is the only coach in NFL history to 
take over a team with a losing record (5-11) the previous 
season and then go on to win a playoff game in each of 
his first three seasons as head coach. With Harbaugh 
at the Ravens’ helm, Baltimore is the only team to have 
won at least one playoff game in each of the past three 
postseasons – all coming on the road. Including play-

offs, the Ravens are 48-23 in the Harbaugh Era (2008-11), producing the 
NFL’s second-most total victories since his Baltimore arrival.
In Harbaugh’s initial season, the Ravens advanced to the AFC Cham-

pionship. Pittsburgh, the eventual Super Bowl champion, stopped the 
Ravens, 23-14, in the AFC title matchup. 
In 2009, Baltimore lost at Super Bowl bound Indianapolis in the Divi-

sional Round. After earning a 12-4 mark in 2010, the Ravens won at 
Kansas City in the Wild Card playoff. 
Baltimore lost in the Divisional Round 
at Pittsburgh, which advanced to the 
Super Bowl.
In 2008, Harbaugh’s team tied the 

NFL record (since 1978) for turn-
arounds by a head coach taking 
over a sub-.500 team. The Ravens’ 
2-1 playoff record following that 
campaign established a new league 
standard in this same category. With 
the 13 total victories in ‘08, Harbaugh 
set the NFL record for the most wins 
ever by a rookie head coach starting 
a rookie quarterback (Joe Flacco).
The Ravens have finished the 

pastfour seasons as the NFL’s No. 
3 scoring defense and have also 
ranked in the top 10 in total defense 
nine straight seasons, producing 
second-, third-, 10th- and third-over-
all rankings, respectively, from 2008-11.
The Ravens’ offense has also experienced successes during the Har-

baugh Era. In 2010, Joe Flacco became the franchise’s all-time leading 
passer, finishing with career highs in passing yards (3,622) and TDs 
(25). Baltimore also ranked 16th in NFL scoring, averaging 22.3 points 
per game. In 2009, the Ravens were the NFL’s ninth best in scoring 
(24.4 ppg), up from 24th in 2007, while setting team records for most 
total TDs (47) and most rushing TDs (22). In Harbaugh’s first season in 
Baltimore (2008), the Ravens ranked fourth in the NFL in rushing (148.5 
ypg), first in time of possession (33:10) and 11th in points per game 

(24.1 ppg).
The Ravens’ top three records for fewest 

turnovers in a season have all occurred during 
Harbaugh’s tenure. In 2010, the Ravens set a 
franchise single-season record for fewest turn-
overs (20), breaking the previous mark of 21 
from John’s first season in 2008. Baltimore also 
threw a franchise-low 10 INTs in 2010.

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EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT/GENERAL MANAGER RICK SMITH/ASSISTANT COACHES

Rick Smith is in his sixth season as Texans general 
manager and first as executive vice president, oversee-
ing all aspects of football operations. Smith has steadily 
strengthened Houston’s roster during his tenure through 
the draft, free agency and several trades at key posi-
tions. This has never been more apparent than in 2011, 
when the Texans had to rely on depth due to injuries 
at key positions on the way to the franchise’s first AFC 

South title and playoff berth.
Smith inherited a two-win team when he was named general manager 

on June 5, 2006. Since then, he has worked closely with the coaching 
and scouting staffs to build the Texans into a playoff contender by iden-
tifying and signing elite players who have helped produce an exciting 
brand of football. 
It was Smith who orchestrated a trade with Atlanta in 2007 that brought 

quarterback Matt Schaub to Houston. Since then, Schaub has become 
the 12th player in NFL history to throw for more than 4,000 yards in back-
to-back seasons, led the NFL in passing in 2009 with 4,770 yards, was 
named the 2010 Pro Bowl MVP and has helped lead Houston’s offense 
to three-straight top-four NFL rankings. 
Smith’s greatest success in the draft thus far came in 2009, when the 

Texans drafted Brian Cushing with the 15th overall pick. The former 
USC linebacker went on to earn NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year and 
Pro Bowl honors. Smith also signed undrafted rookie free agent running 
back Arian Foster in 2009. Foster had a breakout year in 2010, leading 
the NFL with 2,220 yards from scrimmage, 18 touchdowns scored and 
1,616 yards rushing, the most ever by an undrafted player, in addition to 
earning Pro Bowl and All-Pro honors. 
The 2011 NFL Draft presented a different set of challenges for Smith 

and his staff, who had to change their perspective on evaluating pros-
pects when Houston switched its defensive scheme from a 4-3 to a 3-4 
following the 2010 season. For the second year in a row, Smith put to-
gether a pair of draft day trades, acquiring picks from New England in the 
second round and Washington in the fifth round on the way to drafting six 
defensive players with eight overall picks. 
Smith continued to focus on defense during the abbreviated 2011 free-

agency period, signing former Cincinnati cornerback Johnathan Joseph 
and former Chicago safety and kick returner Danieal Manning. Joseph 
has 14 interceptions in 58 career starts, including three picks returned 
for touchdowns. Manning has totaled 343 tackles in 77 games with 56 
career starts and led the NFL in 2008 with a 29.7 kick return average.
Smith has assembled a front office staff that has the Texans pointed to-

ward sustained success in the NFL and has been active in league affairs 
while at the helm of the Texans. He was appointed to the NFL’s presti-
gious eight-man Competition Committee by NFL Commissioner Roger 
Goodell on Dec. 5, 2008.  Smith was an original member of the General 
Managers Advisory Committee that provides advice and other feedback 
to the NFL Football Operations department on the integrity of the game, 
expansion of technology and other ways to improve the game. He has 
also earned recognition from his peers and was honored with the Tank 
Younger Award in 2008, presented annually by the Fritz Pollard Alliance 
for outstanding work in an NFL front office.   
Smith’s main philosophy has been to build through the draft and supple-

ment via free agency.  Last season, 14 players who the Texans signed or 
acquired during Smith’s tenure started 10 or more games. 
Smith has also had success drafting in the later rounds, taking 19 play-

ers between the fourth and seventh rounds between 2007 and 2010. 
Those players have combined to start 125 games for the Texans.

The game slipped away from the visiting Houston Texans in the fourth quarter as 
they were outscored 13-0 by the host Baltimore Ravens, converted only three first 
downs and were unable to put together a drive longer than 37 yards. A close game 
turned into a 29-14 loss.
In the Texans’ second consecutive game without WR Andre Johnson, RB Arian 

Foster was limited to 49 yards on 15 carries (3.3 average). The Texans had season 
lows in points and yards (293) against the Ravens. Houston led briefly in the third 
quarter after a touchdown pass from Matt Schaub to Jacoby Jones, but Baltimore 
responded with 16 unanswered points to close out the game.
The Texans drove into Ravens territory seven times but only came away with 

points twice.
Ravens QB Joe Flacco went 7-of-8 for 82 yards on the Ravens’ first drive. The 

Texans stopped Baltimore on three consecutive runs from the 1-yard line, but that 
was negated by two unnecessary roughness penalties on DE Antonio Smith. 
Flacco scored on a 1-yard touchdown run to put the Ravens up 7-0.
Texans DE Tim Jamison sacked Flacco at the Ravens’ 2-yard line on the next 

drive. The Texans got the ball at the Baltimore 46 after a punt, but they came up 
empty when Foster was stuffed for no gain on fourth-and-1 at the 20. 
Jamison sacked Flacco again on the next series, forcing a fumble and recovering 

it inside the 20-yard line. Three plays later, Texans RB Ben Tate fumbled at the 1, 
but LG Wade Smith jumped on the ball in the end zone for a touchdown to tie the 
game at 7-7 with 4:48 left in the second quarter. 
Ravens K Billy Cundiff, who finished with five field goals and seven touchbacks 

on eight kickoffs, made a 43-yard field goal near the end of the first half. He added 
a 48-yarder early in the third quarter to put the Ravens up 13-7. 
Schaub then led a six-play, 80-yard scoring drive that culminated in a 32-yard 

touchdown pass to Jones and a 14-13 lead. It was short-lived lead. Flacco threw a 
51-yard bomb to WR Torrey Smith deep over the middle five plays later to set up 
a 25-yard field goal by Cundiff.
Flacco started the Ravens’ next drive with a 56-yard pass down the left sideline 

to Anquan Boldin that led to another short Cundiff field goal to extend Baltimore’s 
lead to 19-14 early in the fourth quarter. 
Houston’s offense had trouble moving the chains the rest of the game and was 

stopped on third and 3 from its own 21 with 7:27 remaining. The Ravens went up 
26-14 three minutes later on a 4-yard touchdown run by Ricky Williams.
Cundiff tacked on a 40-yard field goal, and Foster was stopped for one yard on 

fourth-and-2 from the Houston 28 to effectively end the game.

In the first playoff game in franchise history and first playoff game in the city of 
Houston since 1994, the Texans defeated the Cincinnati Bengals 31-10 in front of 
a record crowd of 71,725 at Reliant Stadium. 
The Texans’ defense had four sacks, three interceptions and one touchdown – a 

29-yard interception return by rookie DE J.J. Watt – against Bengals rookie QB 
Andy Dalton. Texans RB Arian Foster ran for 153 yards and two touchdowns on 
24 carries, and WR Andre Johnson had a 40-yard touchdown catch in his long-
awaited playoff debut. 
After falling behind 7-0 midway through the first quarter, the Texans went on a 

31-3 run the rest of the way. They outrushed the Bengals 188-76 and won the 
turnover battle 3-0.
The Bengals scored first with a 1-yard touchdown run by Cedric Benson with 

7:34 left in the first quarter. It was set up by a 52-yard pass interference penalty on 
Texans S Glover Quin on a deep pass from Dalton intended for rookie WR A.J. 
Green.
The Texans responded with a six-play, 80-yard drive to tie the game. Foster 

scored on an 8-yard touchdown run on first-and-goal.
The Bengals and Texans traded field goals in the second quarter. Texans K Neil 

Rackers’ 39-yarder made it 10-10 with 1:48 left in the first half. Three plays later, 
Watt made the play of the game. He jumped behind the line of scrimmage and 
snared Dalton’s pass, then tucked the ball away and ran 29 yards to the end zone. 
The second half was scoreless until late in the third quarter, when rookie QB T.J. 

Yates hit Johnson for a 40-yard touchdown down the left sideline. 
On the next drive, the Bengals went for it on fourth-and-three from the Houston 

47. Dalton was pressured by Watt, Reed and Connor Barwin into throwing a des-
peration pass that was picked off by former Bengals CB Johnathan Joseph at the 
25-yard line.
Texans FS Danieal Manning made a spectacular interception near midfield on 

the Bengals’ next drive. On a pass intended for Green at the right sideline, Man-
ning caught the ball at the peak of his jump and just barely came down with both 
feet inbounds. 
Three plays later, Foster ran for a 42-yard touchdown on third-and-seven. He 

burst around the edge on an outside zone run to the right, then tossed aside Crock-
er at the 20-yard line as he tiptoed down the sideline on his way to the end zone.

Houston led at intermission 
and after three quarters 11 times each in the regular season and went 
8-3 in those games in both instances.

•	 Were tied at the end of the first quarter. Houston was only tied after the 
first quarter once in the regular season and won that game.

•	 Set a franchise attendance record with a crowd of 71,725, topping the 
previous mark of 71,585 earlier this year vs. Pittsburgh (10/2).

•	 Team captains were WR Andre Johnson and C Chris Myers on of-
fense; ILB Brian Cushing, ILB DeMeco Ryans and DE Antonio Smith 
on defense; and K Neil Rackers representing the special teams.

•	 The Bengals won the toss and deferred the option to the second half. 
The Texans elected to receive the opening kickoff.

ILB BRIAN CUSHING
•	 Finished with a game-high eight tackles, including five solos and one 

tackle for loss. Cushing either led the team or tied for the team lead in 10 
of Houston’s 16 regular-season games.

RB ARIAN FOSTER
•	 Scored the first touchdown in Houston Texans postseason history when 

he ran around left end for an 8-yard touchdown with 4:57 remaining in 
the first quarter.

•	 Surpassed 100 rushing yards on his 19th carry of the day, a gain of 7 
yards in the fourth quarter. He finished the game with 153 yards on 24 
carries and two touchdowns.

•	 Became the seventh undrafted player to rush for more than 100 yards 
in a playoff game, and his 153 rushing yards were the third-most by an 
undrafted player.

•	 Scored his second touchdown of the game on a 42-yard run in the fourth 
quarter. 

WR ANDRE JOHNSON

•	 Caught his first career touchdown pass in postseason play and the first 
touchdown pass in Texans playoff history when he hauled in a 40-yard 
scoring strike from QB T.J. Yates in the third quarter.

•	 Sacked Cincinnati QB Andy Dalton for a 7-yard loss to end the second 
quarter. It was his first career sack in postseason play.

QB T.J. YATES
•	 Threw the first touchdown pass in Houston Texans playoff history when 

he hit WR Andre Johnson on a 40-yard pass down the left sideline in the 
third quarter.

GAME NOTES
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OWNER BOB McNAIR
(on how the victory feels) “It was a wonderful win for us; just like coach told 
the guys after the game.  We just went back to playing the way we have been 
playing earlier in the year.  Everybody taking care of their job and playing a 
clean game and that’s the kind of result we can get when we do that.  It was 
nice to us get back on track.”

(on if this win is gratifying) “It is because I could look up in the stands and 
nobody had left the stands.  They we all standing and cheering, and were 
happy.  That’s a great pleasure.”

(on if there is a happier moment that he has felt as a Houstonian after 
today’s win) “This is our greatest achievement.  Of course this only one step 
along the way.  We’ve got a lot of more work to do. Still, this is the furthest 
we’ve been before and I’m real proud of this team.”

(on how special this moment is) “When you consider that you have your 
number three rookie quarterback leading your team and playing as well as 
he’s playing, which I think is fantastic, and for everybody to rally around him 
and accept him as the leader on offense is just remarkable and is just a testa-
ment to the group of guys we have on this team.”

(on the crowd atmosphere in the building throughout the game) “It was 
terrific.  You can see that they were all so proud of their team. That’s what 
we want.  We want to have everybody can be proud of and want to feel an 
attachment to the team.  I think they have that.”

(on him retaining Coach Kubiak after last year) “Gary has been able to 
manage the locker room during very difficult times and that’s not easy to do.   
A lot of coaches lose control of the locker room.  Gary never did.  His players 
always played hard for them.  We lacked some leadership on the field and 
our defense wasn’t playing well enough. It was obvious to me that we had to 
improve our defense and some of our players had to in turn step up and be 
leaders.  They’ve done that.”

(on how special it was for him to see (WR) Andre Johnson score his
touchdown) “It was wonderful.  I think he was so excited.  I think he was on 
edge a little early on because he has been waiting for this day for a long time.  
It was a tremendous catch.”

(on what comes to mind when he hears that Houston football is back) “I 
remember when we had the 50,000 people at the Astrodome when we lost to 
Pittsburgh.  I’m just delighted to be a part of it and just so happy for our fans.”

(on where this win stacks up against his accomplishments in life) “It has 
to be the happiest moment and greatest accomplishment because of what 
we’ve had to deal with and being able to win with all the adversity.  It’s just a 
wonderful message for everybody.”

HEAD COACH GARY KUBIAK
(on winning the game when the Bengals took an early lead)  “I was really 
proud of our team.  We played the football that we had been playing when we 
were winning and that’s what we were after.  I told the guys I really thought we 
kind of needed to go through our last three weeks.  And I didn’t mean losing 
games, but needed to kind of be humbled from the standpoint of what we’re 
not going to be able to get away with if we’re going to win during this month.  
I think it really helped us.  We came back, we played error-free football, from 
the turnover standpoint, got turnovers and ended up running the ball well 
before the day was over.  So, it was the key to us winning.”

(on the interception by DE JJ Watt)  “He’s been exceptional.  We have 
knocked down a lot of balls this year and we have come so close to grabbing 
a couple of them.  It’s funny, you work all year, doing it and knocking it down, 
and all of a sudden you hang to one of them. But he’s been exceptional.  He’s 
played like a four- or five-year player.  That was a huge play because it gave 
us a lot of momentum going into halftime and we came out in the second half 
and played good football.”

(on what he told the team after the game in the locker room)  “Just what 
I just told you: I think they found out a lot about themselves the last three 
weeks.  We tried to narrow our goals, after we won the division, we tried 
to narrow it and say ‘let’s go win a playoff game.’  And now we’ll narrow it 
again and see if we can go win a road playoff game.  But they’ve been very 
focused.  But I loved their effort.  We got back to our type of football and that 
was the key.”

(on the Ravens last opponent being the Bengals and if it gives them 
confidence)  “I’m trying to enjoy this one right now.  We know what we’re 
facing going down there.  They have been an excellent football team all year 
long.  You have to go play at their place; I think they are 8-0 at their place 
this year in the regular season.  So, we understand, we went there earlier in 
the season and we’ll have to play as good as we can possibly play.  But we 
took a step in the right direction.  We’ll go to work have a good week, and we 
expect to play well.”

(on what specifically makes DE JJ Watt the player he is)  “He is a very 
smart player.  He’s got a tremendous nose.  When he can’t get to the quarter-
back, he watches the quarterback’s eyes, he gets his hands up.  We ask him 
to do a lot in our zone-dog schemes and stuff, and he’s just exceptional.  He’s 
an effort player.  JJ is an effort player. He’s very smart.  And those two things 
go hand in hand and they equal success and that’s what he’s all about.”

(on the play of WR Andre Johnson)  “It was huge.  Just to have him back, 
I don’t know how many plays he played, but just having back on the field we 
do get played a little bit different, so we had an adjustment period there.  He 
makes the huge play on the double move there in the third quarter.  I know 
one thing, for me personally and I know anyone else in this organization, 
when he’s got that uniform on it sure feels good.  It was great to have him 
back today.”

(on the defensive effort and the sacks on Bengals QB Andy Dalton)  
“They came out throwing the ball.  He’s a hell of a player and I’m very im-
pressed with him.  I think he’s going to be a tremendous player in this league 
for a long time.  We just kind of kept plugging, we got him in some third and 
longs.  We were relentless.  I thought (DE) Antonio (Smith) played excep-
tional.  I thought he kind of cleared the way for some other guys to get to 
the quarterback.  I don’t want to be redundant, but like I said, we kind of got 
back to what we were doing during that seven week stretch: we played great 
defense, we found a way to run the ball, we never hurt ourselves as a team.  
That was the key.”

(on forcing three turnovers in the game) “What did we get three? Am I 
right? It’s so important.  Its one thing to get to this point in the NFL season, 
and the one thing you don’t want to do is beat yourself. We have beaten 
ourselves the last few weeks and today we didn’t and today we didn’t, so 
that was the difference.  Even though they jumped on us 7-0, when the day 
was said and done we never really hurt ourselves as a team.  That was big.  
That was huge.”

(on the play of RB Arian Foster) “He was exceptional.  I tell you, he was 
so fired up early in the game he almost fumbled the first play of the game.  
Second play of the game he jumps offsides.  I was worried about him a little 
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bit.  I tried to calm him down.  He didn’t say anything to me and he sent (RB) 
Derrick Ward to me to tell me he was ok.  So we just kept going.  He gets 
better as he plays.”

(on if focusing on today’s playoff game lead to the three losses at the 
end the regular season)  “I don’t think we lost our focus, I think we had got-
ten away with some stuff.  I thought we got away with not play real, real good 
in Jacksonville.  I know we went through a horrible situation, but we really 
didn’t play that good and we survived that game.  Then we played very good 
against Atlanta.  And in Cincinnati, we did not play good as a team.  But when 
you win like that, it’s hard to get guys to tell them what they did wrong when 
you win a game like that.  But over the course of the next few weeks, I didn’t 
have to tell them anymore, they saw what would happen if we started playing 
like that.  It was a difficult stretch, but I think it really helped us prepare to win, 
especially today.”

(on the players atmosphere during the week approaching the game to-
day) “It was exceptional.  I always tell you guys, when players are hard on 
each other, that’s what you want in your organization and your team.  And boy 
they were hard on each other this week.  They were on edge Friday.  I worried 
about them early in the game because they were so geeked up to play, I was 
little bit worried about their concentration.  But boy it was electric here today. 
It was just absolutely tremendous.  I’m just happy for them, happy for the city.  
Just a good deal.  We played good football and that’s what It’s all about.” 

(on the play of QB TJ Yates)  “He still played like a rookie some.  He had 
some mistakes in the game on some things we were trying to do.  But as I 
have told you all before, the thing about this kid, when he makes a mistake 
they don’t really linger, he can go play the next play and keep going.  That’s 
what he did today.  He’s going to go back, and he’s got some big mistakes in 
the game, but boy he made some big plays.  He played tough today too.  His 
shoulder is sore and he played tough.  (Quarterbacks Coach) Greg Knapp 
and Rico (Rick Dennison) have done an absolutely outstanding job with him 
and our team believes in him.  And that’s what matters.”

(on what the offense was able to do on third down late in the game)  
“That was the key.  We struggled on third downs in the last month, and we 
struggled again early in the game with some protection issues.  But in the 
second half we were exceptional.  It really came down to some big runs by 
(RB) Arian (Foster).  He picked up a big third-and-five, picked up a big third-
and-seven on the touchdown.  That was the key.  We have to stay on the 
field. We were losing the time of possession a great deal in the game until 
the second half.”

(on speaking with Texans owner Bob McNair after the game and what 
he said)  “You know what? I haven’t.  I hope he’s not mad at me.  I had so 
many guys to congratulate in there. I’m happy for his family.  He has worked 
extremely hard at this organization. He’s got a good group of guys working 
for him as players and coaches.  I’m happy for him.  I missed him, but I’ll go 
catch up with him.”

(on momentum from this game and what to expect in Baltimore next 
week)  “We know. I know exactly what to expect, I’ve been there once in the 
playoffs.  Our guys know.  They know what type of team we’re playing.  It will 
be a physical game.  We’ll have to handle a hostile crowd and we have to 
do it with the young kid again, with the quarterback.  We know what we’re 
up against, but you know what, that’s kind of the way we play.  It’s the type 
of football we like to play.  We need to go down there and we’ll have another 
good week.  And like I said, we’ll play well.”

(on the changes they made from last game in Cincinnati to lead to suc-
cess with RB Arian Foster)  “I think they did a pretty good job against him 
early.  The thing today, with Arian last time, we were down, so we never really 

got him going, especially in the second half.  Today we were in the ballgame 
the whole time, 7-0, 10-10, so the game dictated that we could stay patient 
and keep running the football.  And when you’re able to do that with Arian, 
sooner or later he has a bust out play.  That’s the way it went down.”

(on being a Houstonian and what this playoff victory means to him) “You 
don’t have enough time.  I grew up right down the road in The Heights.  It’s 
a special day.  I was sitting in my office all day today leading up to the game, 
and looking outside, thinking, ‘holy, the Texans are in a playoff game.’  It felt 
good.  I’m just very proud of all the guys and the job they did and hopefully 
there are some more to come.”

DEFENSIVE COORDINATOR WADE PHILLIPS
(on DE J.J. Watt) “I told J.J. and the rest of the players, when you do it in 
practice you get to do it over and over and over. We weren’t surprised that 
he could that in fact we’re probably surprised that he hadn’t done it earlier 
because he’s done it so many times in practice. We were hoping it was going 
to happen and I’m glad it happened his time. He does it every day in practice. 
He knocks down more balls than anybody we have and he’s caught more in 
practice you be surprised how many times he’s done the exact same thing in 
practice throughout this season. That was a keynote play of the game. They 
tried to score before the half and we got to score and that was really the big 
turning point.”

(on winning for Houston) “It’s really special for the city. I’m a Houstonian 
and I think it’s great for the city and that’s the way I feel, I mean I’m a fan too 
and it’s great for all of us.”  

LINEBACKER BRIAN CUSHING
(on the key to playing defense after falling behind early, especially 
against QB Andy Dalton) “I really think just pressure. I mean the crowd 
couldn’t have helped anymore. It was just a tremendous environment in 
there. It was loud. You could tell he couldn’t communicate as well as he want-
ed to, and I think after J.J. (Watt)’s interception, it really got to him a little bit, 
and we were able to just get pressure on him after that.”

RUNNING BACK ARIAN FOSTER 
(on initial thoughts of the game and how he was able to run so well) 
“I’m just elated, excited, and happy to bring this city a playoff win that’s been 
thirsty for a playoff win for years. To be a part of that, it just feels so good. You 
can feel the energy and the buzz throughout the city. As far as what we were 
able to do on the ground today, I’ve been giving credit to my offensive line 
since I stepped in this building in 2009 and they continue to dominate the line 
of scrimmage. Every time they dominate the line of scrimmage, we reap the 
benefits of that. We take advantage of advantageous situations.” 

WIDE RECIEVER ANDRE JOHNSON
(on winning a home playoff game) “It was a lot of fun. This is something 
that not just me but the whole organization have been waiting on. Especially 
for me because I said the day that I was drafted that this was something that 
I wanted to be a part of.  It’s a very special feeling. It’s probably the most that 
I have smiled in a long time.  So it’s a really good feeling.”

DEFENSIVE END J.J. WATT
(on his interception returned for a touchdown) “I came around and I re-
ally was trying to put my hands up, get in the way of the passing lane and it 
happened to kind of stick. I realized I had the ball so I was running to the end 
zone just trying not to fall down. That was it. I scored and got mauled by my 
teammates and the stadium went absolutely nuts. Thank you to our fans for 
really helping us change momentum because that was unbelievable.”
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Media credentials will be granted based on the following guidelines:
1.	Houston-area media agencies which cover the Houston Texans on a 

daily basis will receive top priority.
2.	Media agencies which cover the opposing team as requested by the 

opposing team’s public relations staff.
3.	National media agencies which cover the National Football League 

regularly (includes online properties such as ESPN.com, Yahoo! 
Sports, CBSSports.com,etc.).

4.	Daily or weekly newspapers with a circulation of at least 100,000.
5.	Television stations with a nightly news show and a nightly sports 

segment.
6.	Radio stations with a 24-hour sports format and are affiliated with a 

national radio network (i.e. ESPN, SportingNews, Westwood One, 
etc.).

7.	Daily or weekly newspapers with a circulation of at least 50,000.
8.	Other requests not falling under one of the above categories will be 

considered on the basis of space availability in the Reliant Stadium 
press box.

9.	No freelance credentials will be granted.

Season-long credentials are issued in August; game-by-game creden-
tials must be requested before 5 p.m. on the Tuesday prior to each home 
game. All credential requests must be submitted online at www.hous-
tontexans.com/media. 

Credential Requests (Road Games)
If you are a regular member of the Houston media who wishes to cover 

the Texans on the road, submit your request for game credentials and 
parking passes through Kevin Cooper at kevin.cooper@houstontexans.
com. All requests must be submitted no later than one game previous to 
a road contest. Credentials will be distributed on either Wednesday or 
Thursday during open locker room.

His post in the press box is located on the 
third level behind Evan Koch and Kevin Cooper. 

PHONES AND INTERNET

Members of the media needing to conduct post game interviews will 
be given access to the Texans’ and visiting interview rooms after the 
game, as well as the home and visiting locker rooms. NO STILL PHO-
TOGRAPHERS OR AUTOGRAPHS ARE ALLOWED IN THE TEXANS 
LOCKER ROOM. With six minutes remaining in the game, take the me-
dia elevator to the field level. Videographers without field access will 
be in the team auditorium for the duration of the game. Gary Kubiak’s 
post-game interview session with the media will begin approximately 10 
minutes following the conclusion of the game and will be held in the 
Texans team meeting room (white arrow). Electronic media covering the 
press conference are asked to use the mult-box to ease congestion at 
the podium.  Both team locker rooms will be open to press bearing the 
proper credentials following the NFL-mandated 10-minute cooling-off 
period. The visiting head coach will be available in the visitor’s interview 
room across from the visiting locker room. 

To reach either locker room from the press box, simply take the elevator 
to the service level and follow proper direction arrows on the ground: 

Blue- Texans locker room 
Red- Visitors locker room 
White- Texans post game press conference 

POSTGAME INTERVIEWS AND LOCKER ROOM ACCESS

Photographers who are credentialed for sideline access will be required 
to wear a photo vest. Sideline access for NFL games is limited to pho-
tographers on assignment for recognized or sports publication. No one 
except network television personnel and authorized game personnel will 
be admitted to the field without a camera. All field photographers must 
remain outside the bench areas and outside the yellow border surround-
ing the playing field.

Follow Kirby Drive two blocks and Reliant 
Stadium will be on the right and the practice facility on the left. Turn left 
on Murworth Drive and media parking is in the Teal parking lot located 
on the right at the practice facility.

From Houston Hobby: Take Airport Boulevard East to Monroe Road. 
Make a left on Monroe Road and proceed to I-45 North. Make a left onto 
I-45 North and proceed to I-610 West. Take I-610 to Kirby Drive (Exit

DIRECTIONS/PARKING
